 Rectification Works Commencement

Cloncurry Shire Council advises that Davbridge constructions will commence rectification 
works on NE corner of Sheaffe Street to Short Street from Thursday, 9 April 2026, subject to 
weather conditions. A half-lane closure will be in place at the northeast corner of the 
intersection of Sheaffe Street and Short Street from Thursday 9 April 2026 until Wednesday 
15 April 2026.  
 
For public safety, traffic control measures will be in place throughout the rectification works 
period. Please follow all signage and directions from traffic controllers. Davbridge 
constructions will liaise directly with residents and businesses affected by the works.  
 
There will be no access to vehicles across the NE corner of Sheaffe Street to Short Street 
until rectification works are complete.  
 
Working hours will be 6:30am to 6:00pm on Monday to Friday and 7:00am to 5:30pm on 
Saturday and Sunday.  Work will not take place on any public holidays.
